to confess bith in matter and in
manner he spokes as the one who
had anthority. MHe had wonder-
ful power. Even his enemies
were compelled to say that never
““man spoke as this man.”

Amazed at all this display of
knowledee and wisdom of divine
thinegs they ask “How is this?
Whenee hag he this knowledge "™

Josus answers them aond tells
them that as he is the son of Goi
there is no mystery about it. e
is Divine therefors he is omnis-
cipnt, kunows all things. That he
knows all is a aproof that he is
the gon of God,

But apart from this, consider-
ing him in his  human natiore,
there is, too, an explanation that
we should take nofice of. Tt is
this that he says that his knowl-
erflee came in a large demree to
him because of his willing and
cheerful obedience to the word of
God.

He was always obedient to
God’s word. He had his father’s
commandments and he kept them.
As be possessed  the truth, he
loved it and cherished it. By al-
ways beine obedient to Cod and
doineg his will he grew in knowl-
edze gnd in strength. ITe ecamp
into a lavger and stroneer assnr-
ance of the truth. 1le received n
firmer and a fulley apprehension
of God. -

Obedience to God is the way hy
which he had come into his deep
and wonderfnl knowledee of God,

This way is open all who will
Ly the grace of God follow in the
same way of pbedience to the
“'(H"d.

SIF any man will do hig will,
he shall know of fthe doetrine
whether it he of God or T speak
of myself.”’

This is an absolute fruth which
will hold good in the experience

of every Christian who will make
use of it, by obeying the word, In
divine things obedience is the way
to knowledge.

Divine trath if obeyed, as far
as it is already revesled to the
goul, will' prove itself as divine,
and will lead the soul inte greater
and fuller knowledge of the
same,

The sonl that knows anything
of God and obeys what il knows.
shall ever also know more of Him,
and by wobeving the teutli which
he knows shall ever alse go on
into @ larger knowledge, thus ad-
vancing into greater and deeper
apprehension of the divine and
eternal truths. If any man wants

If any man is in donbt as to
whether 1 am  the Christ or
whether my teachings arve, as |1
elaim, divine truth, to 2ome lo
the fruth of this thea put it to
the test of actinl experience. Pnf
it into practice by obeying the
word amd the truth, Do not
erapple with the problem by a
mere exercise of reason; or by
intellectnal exercise of the power
to think—bhezin by snbmitting to
the will of God—dhelieve the
trufh, make & trial of i, Give il
an honest test, Any ond who
will test it in this way shall find
that Jesus is the Christ, that the
Bible is the word of Gaod, thal
Christinnity is indeed revelation
to our lost world of the iofinite
love and grace of God.

The Savior teaches us that we
arrive to onr best and most sure
knowledge of spiritual and divine
truth hy saobmitting to them or
i othepr words that obedience is
the way to knowledue,

This truth the Seripture de
clareg in so many places,

“The secret of the Lowd is with
them: that fear him, and to them
will he shown the way,**

“Blessed arg they that hungey
and thivst  after righteonsness,
for they shall he filled."

“The longing soul shall he sat-
isfied. !

“Ie that hath my ecommand.
ments, and keepeth them, he it is
that loveth me; and he that lov-
oth me shall he loved of my
Father, and T will love him and
will manifest myself to him.”’

ed it all with sapreme eontempt.
He was wuwilling to ohey the
word. As long as he eontinged
to disohov, he remained in tinhe-
lief, and the leprosy did not Teave
him. But no sooner was he per-
sinded to obey the word and (o
its bidding, than he  was Gired
and orew in knowledee and was
erounded in faith in the God of
[srael, From being a heathen
steeped in heathen idolatey and
superstiticn he became s c¢hild of
the God of Abraham.
